A couple examples of scams we’ve experienced with Farmington residents are: Scammers offering $6,000 in exchange
for a $4,000 loan - no one gives away free money. Scammers claiming to be with reputable company, such as DTE,
Consumers, Microsoft, and request payment via gift card. Legitimate companies do not request payment via gift card
of any type - this, too, is a scam.
